Presidentõs Report 

Three months have passed quickly since I have taken charge as the president of HTCI  on January 

1, 2010 and in this first quarterly report, I would  like to summarize some  major activities and 

accomplishments that we have achieved so far. 

The first three months (1Q) were hectic for all of us in the executive committee with scheduling 

and conducting of several major activities, namely, Maha Sathyanarayana pooja on the New Year's 

Day (Jan.1st), Dhanurmasa poojas , Sri Andal Kalyanam (Jan  9th), Bogi,/Lohri (Jan 13 th), Makara 

Sankranti, Pongal /Ayyappa pooja (Jan 14th), Vasantha Panchami (Jan 20th), Thai Posam,/

Satyanarayana pooja (Jan 29th), Maha Shivratri (Feb 11th&12th), Holika Dahan (Feb 

27th),  4th Temple Anniversary Function & Holi Celebration (Feb 28 th), Ugadi /Gudi Padwa 

(March,16th), Ramanavami / Tulsi Ramayan Path for nine days (March 16th to 24th) ending with 

Sri Ram Pariwar Abhishekam  and Hanuman Maha Path (March, 24 th), Sri Radha Krishna Ab-

hishekam (March 27th ), Sri Sita Ram Kalyanam /Pattabhishekam followed by Cultural program 

(March 28 th), Sri Hanuman Jayanthi and Satyanarayana pooja (March 29th & 30th). In addition to 

these activities, we have also conducted monthly Geetha sessions on second Sunday of every 

month and monthly Vedic Havans. I am very glad to inform you that all of these activities were 

well-attended, though the weather was snowing, cold and chilly. I thank all members of the EC 

and our priests for their hard work, cooperation and support to make these functions a grand suc-

cess. 

 Regarding the financial activities, I am giving below the details of income and expenses for this 

quarter period (1Q):  

1. Opening Balance (as of Jan 1st, 2010):             $33,631.49 (Checking & Savings) 

2. Total Income (First quarter):                               $70,793.55 

3. Total Expenses (First quarter) :                          $33,328.83 

4. Net Income  (First quarter):                                  $36,109.72 

5. Transfer to the Board Account:                          $20,000.00  

6. Closing Balance (as of March 30th, 2010):    $49,741.21 

 I thank Mr.Ambat Babu and Mr.Anil Vashistha for their efforts in maintaining 

and keeping the records accurately. 

 In order to help the devotees for sponsoring the poojas and special functions, we 

have  initiated and started a new sponsorship called "All Year Pooja Sponsorship" 

for $501.00 . We have 19 all year pooja sponsors so far. The membership commit-

tee (Mr. Prabhakar Kasarabada) is working very hard to increase the number 

of  members for this year. During this period, we have 191 family members, 129 

life members.  Those of you who have not yet become members or not renewed 

your membership for this year, I request to pay your dues and become members. 

 Regarding the communication, Amit Thanawala and his committee has done a 

good job in posting the fliers and other related information for the temple activi-

ties in our website when requested by the EC members.  I am also glad to inform 

you that we have published the first inaugural issue of the mandir newsletter in 

January-2010 and I hope you find it informative and enjoy reading it.  

 The Kitchen committee and the coordinators have been working very hard to 

keep the kitchen functioning for cooking foods on every weekend and special
